2017 HAWKESBURY SPORTS AWARDS WINNERS ANNOUNCED
The winners of the 2017 Hawkesbury 

Sports Awards were announced at a special 
Presentation Night at Lynwood Country Club 
last Monday, 29 May.

This annual event, proudly sponsored by 
Hawkesbury City Council, Lynwood Country 
Club and Vintage FM acknowledges sporting 
accomplishments of community members as well 
as the contributions of individuals to sporting 
clubs through support roles. 

This year’s inspirational winners were judged by 
Council’s Civic and Citizenship Committee, and 
are below:
•	 Sports Person of the Year – Jordan Maher 
Jordan is a member of Hawkesbury Martial 
Arts and at just 19 years of age, Jordan is an 
extremely talented individual who was selected to 
represent Australia at the Senior Oceania Karate 
Championships in April. Only two athletes are 
selected per division from Australia and Jordan was 
one of them. Jordan is currently ranked number 
one in Australia in his age and weight category.
•	 Junior Sports Person of the Year – Nellie McMillan
Nellie is a member of Ski Racing Australia and Ski 
Racing NSW. She is a current NSW State Champion 
and Australian Champion and has recently been 
selected as the youngest ever member of the 
Australian Water Ski Racing Team to compete in 
the World Water Ski Racing Championships in 
Seattle, USA, in July/August, 2017. At just 12 years 
old, Nellie over the past few years has achieved 
many State and Australian titles.
•	 All Abilities Sports Person of the Year – Taylor Doyle
Born with Tuberous Sclerosis, Taylor commenced 
athletics at age nine. Taylor competed at the 
2009 NSW State Championships in the under 18 
triple jump and achieved an Australian Record 
of 8.11m. She competed internationally at the 
Special Olympics in Athens, Greece in 2011 and 
in Italy and France in 2013. Other impressive 
achievements include ninth place in long jump at 
the 2014 Australian Athletics Championships and 
a Silver Medal in long jump at the 2016 Paralympic 
Games in Brazil.
•	 Senior Sports Person of the Year – Kaye Hannan
Kaye has competed both in Australia and 
internationally in equestrian. Kaye competed in the 
Hong Kong International Para-Equestrian Dressage 
Championships in 2012 and won the Grade IV 

championship. Other noteworthy 
achievements include the Grade 3 
Para-Equestrian Champion at the NSW 
Dressage Championships in 2016. Kaye 
also has worked tirelessly to establish 
Para-Equestrian in NSW, which has 
just had its first event at Equifest in 
Clarendon in March 2017.
•	 Team of the Year – Swimwest 
National Team
The members of this team competed 
in the 2016 National Age Swimming 
Championships in Adelaide with a total 
of seven individual swims. Swimwest 
Swimming Club are currently in the 
Swimming Australia top 25 for fastest 
times. The coach is Jonathon Carter 
and the members are Kira McInerny, 
Brieanna Hall, Harry Thomas, Calinda 
Cameron, and Joshua Homann.
•	 Official of the Year – Nick Keith
From Windsor Swim Club, Nick started 
his officiating career at the age of 15 
by assisting with timekeeping. He 
became an accredited timekeeper and 
then took on the role of finish judge 
and recorder. Nick became a referee at 
age 19 and has been officiating at club, 
area and state level for a number of years. Nick 
is a referee at Windsor Swim Club’s club nights 
every Friday night and assists to arrange officials 
for their Summer and Winter Carnivals on a 
voluntary basis.
•	 Coach of the Year – Daniel Spice
Daniel, from Hawkesbury Martial Arts is a valued 
coach who is a great role model and is highly 
regarded amongst all clubs within the NSW State 
Karate Federation. His athletes have competed all 
over the world with great success. Hawkesbury 
Martial Arts was ranked the number one club 
in Australia at the Australian Open Karate 
Championships 2016.
•	 Sporting Excellence Medallion (seeks to recognise 
those who have made an outstanding contribution 
to, or represented the Hawkesbury in sport of any 
kind at a district or higher level for a minimum of five 
continuous years) – Alice Tarnawski
Alice competes in sailing on a National and 
International basis and is a part of the Royal 

Prince Alfred Yacht Club Newport. In her early 
20s, her international achievements include ninth 
in the Women’s Match Racing Championships 
in 2015, first in World University Match Racing 
Championships in 2016, and winner of national 
championships.
•	 Service to Sport Medallion
1st recipient – Steve Francis - 25 years
2nd recipient – Jarryd Keith – 15 years
3rd recipient – Donna Keith – 10 years
4th recipient – Marion Garnham – 10 years
5th recipient – Michael Hyslop – 5 years
6th recipient – Garry Carter – 5 years

LOCAL DRUG ACTION TEAM APPLICATIONS NOW OPEN 
The second round of applications 

is now open for local organisations 
to join the Local Drug Action Team 
program. Community groups across 
Australia are joining forces to deliver 
targeted local action to help tackle 
drug use and addiction.

 The Alcohol and Drug Foundation 
will support the program to 
develop and deliver evidence-
based community level planning 
and action. Each successful Local 
Drug Action Team will receive 
minimum initial funding of $10,000 
to support the further development 
of their local plan for on the ground 
prevention activities. Community 
teams can apply for funding of up to 
$40,000 per annum to support the 
prevention activities and priorities 
they have identified in response to 
local issues.  Membership of each 
team might include representatives 
from local councils, schools, police, 
youth services, primary health 
services and treatment services, 
community groups, non-government 
organisations and interested 
community members.

Examples of the sorts of activities 
Local Drug Action Teams might 
undertake could include: 

•	 Fighting the scourge of ice in 
communities by promoting and 
disseminating evidence-based 
information and encouraging 
people to access available 
support. 

•	 Working with vulnerable people 
to improve engagement with 
education/employment services. 

•	 Providing support and 
information for parents and carers 
to talk to each other and their 
children about alcohol and other 
drug issues. 

•	 Developing local solutions 
for reducing alcohol-related 
violence and other drug harms in 
community spaces. 

Applications are now open. 
They close on 14 July 2017. Details

“SEEING STARS “
You would understand if members 

of Elouera Cottage Crafts’ Star 
Weave Community were beginning 
to feel “starry eyed”!  But thanks to a 
little “star power” and  the dedication 
and enthusiasm of their  members  
and  the community, their focus 
remains on a concerted effort to 
spread a little peace and love.   For 
the past six months, Elouera Cottage 
Crafts (Cherrybrook Uniting Church) 
has been participating in “The 
One Million Stars to End Violence 
Project”.

 The founder of the Project, 
Maryann Talia Pau - a Queensland 
based artist, describes the Project  as 
“A peaceful  global weaving project 
that engages communities in a 
conversation about ending all forms 
of violence”.  The Project came about 
as the artist’s personal response to 
the brutal and horrific murder of 
Jill Meagher in Melbourne.  She 
collaborated with the Queensland 
Government last year in an effort 
to engage communities in Australia 
and around the world to help weave 
one million stars for an installation 
as part of the Arts and Cultural 
Programme (Festival 2018) during the 
Gold Coast Commonwealth Games.  
The response has been amazing and 
currently more than 200 Star Weave 
communities around Australia and 
overseas have each pledged to provide 
10,000 stars to the Project. 

Around 100 people have been part 
of Elouera Cottage Crafts’ Star 
Weave Community, all busily weaving 
stars, which  to date, number  more 
than 18,000, and they  are extremely 
grateful for  all the enthusiastic 
participants and  incredibly proud 
of this fantastic achievement. Each 
woven star represents light, hope, 
courage and solidarity to end all 
forms of violence in the world and 
the installation of one million stars 
for Festival 2018 will make a peaceful 
and powerful statement during the 
Commonwealth Games, 

 “SEEING STARS” on Saturday 17 
June 10am – 4pm at Cherrybrook 
Uniting Church, 134 New Line 
Road, Cherrybrook, will feature a 
collection of stars woven for the 
Project interspersed with  a display 
of Elouera Cottage Crafts’ handcraft. 
It will provide an opportunity to 
thank the star weavers for their 
contribution  and for the community 
to see some of  the stars before they 
are sent  to Brisbane.

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MEMORIES
OF CIRCUS AND SIDE SHOWS

What did we do for entertainment 
in day gone by? Well for one thing 
before the advent of television you 
could look forward to the coming 
of a circus.  Back in the 1930s there 
were around half a dozen circuses 
that travelled around the country. 
They would call at country towns, 
both large and small and at suburban 
locations in the larger cities. A few 
still do so. The circuses or carnivals 
were mostly family owned and 
operated. Remember Ashton’s, Wirth 
Bros, Ivan Bros and also Bullen’s 
circuses.

In the Hills district popular 
locations for the travelling circus was 
where Stockland’s Baulkham Hills 
is now located between Windsor Rd 
and Old Northern Rd. Castle Hill 
Showground was another popular 
spot which is still used on occasion 
for a travelling circus.

The circus would arrive with its 
caravans and menagerie of animal 
life.  Children would wander around 
watching the erection of the “Big 
Top” or main tent.  The various side 
show tents, marquees etc would be 

rolled out and a “side show” alley 
created. Back in the early days, 
many circuses offered Elephant 
and Camel rides (now frowned 
upon and no longer offered).  There 
would be many stalls established for 
the kids and adults to spend a few 
pennies.  “Try your strength and 
ring the bell” would be called out 
by a gent standing alongside a large 
mallet resting against a contraption 
where you would be encouraged 
to hit the base with the mallet to 
send up piece of metal to hit a gong 
at the top. There may have been a 
shooting gallery where you could 
try to “hit the ducks” and win a 
prize or perhaps play the clowns by 
dropping a ball into the mouth of 
a mechanical clowns head which 
would go from side to side in the 
hope that the ball would come 
out at the bottom into the correct 
channel or alley in which you may 
win a prize. 

As well as the travelling circus 
there were also other travelling 
shows such Jimmy Sharman’s 
boxing troupe where testosterone 

laden teenagers and young men 
could try to take on some of the 
boxers in the ring.  Some sideshows 
featured such items as the “Bearded 
Lady”, performing dogs and 
monkeys. One travelling show 
featured what they billed as “The 
Irish Giant” on the placards outside 
the marquee it would state that he 
was eight foot one inch (246cm) 
when actually he was not over seven 
foot (214cm).  In those days you had 
to take such claims with a grain of 
salt. Today it would be labelled as 
false advertising.

The clowns in the main ring in the 
“Big Top” would entertain the crowd 
with their antics whilst the ring may 
be being prepared for the trapeze 
artists or the lion tamer.  Kids would 
be getting sticky whilst trying to eat 
their fairy floss.

But everything was part of the day 
of going to the Circus or the show.

HAWKESBURY COMPANION 
ANIMAL SHELTER – REHOMING 
AND TEMPERAMENT TESTS

Located at Mulgrave, Hawkesbury 
Companion Animal Shelter covers 
1030 square metres with 70 kennels 
and a large cattery area. It services 
the Local Government Areas (LGAs) 
of Hawkesbury City Council, The 
Hills Shire Council, Hornsby Shire 
Council and Penrith City Council.

As part of this arrangement, 
Council staff from these LGAs bring 
roaming dogs to the Hawkesbury 
Companion Animal Shelter.  Staff do 
their utmost to ensure that as many 
lost pets as possible are reunited 
with their owners or found suitable 
new homes.

The Hawkesbury Companion 
Animal Shelter has very good 
rehoming rates. The latest figures, 
using the 2016 calendar year, 
indicate that 1505 dogs were 
either returned to their owners or 
rehomed, which accounts for 94% of 
all dogs coming to the Shelter.

Prior to rehoming and where 
Council staff believe it is 
appropriate, a temperament 
assessment is carried out. 
The focus of a temperament 
assessment is to determine a 
dog’s suitability for a family 

environment. The dog’s stability, 
shyness, friendliness, aggression, 
protectiveness and acceptance 
of other animals and people 
and its reaction to variables in 
the environment is assessed. As 
part of the assessment, the dog 
sits with a carer and the dog is 
assessed.
If a dog displays aggressive 
tendancies then the ability to 
rehome the dog is reduced.



Windsor residents now have the 
chance to form a new Bushcare 
Group, thanks to Bushcare volunteer 
John Jose, who is asking for people to 
join him.

John has been single-handedly 
planting, weeding and restoring 
the riverbank around the Windsor 
Wharf Reserve area next to Windsor 
Bridge, Windsor for the past three 
years.

Unfortunately, the vegetation he 
is planting along the riverbanks is 
regularly being dug up, possibly 
because people are searching for 
worms as fishing bait. The exposed 
riverbank leaves the area susceptible 
to erosion and weeds.

Ironically, native vegetation 
growing along riverbanks is 
proven to encourage higher fish 

populations in rivers. When people 
dig up the riverbank plants, the soil 
becomes exposed and can run into 
the river when it rains, creating 
murky water with very little oxygen, 
making it difficult for fish to 
flourish.

John would truly welcome a 
helping hand along the riverbank 
at Windsor Wharf to restore such 
a historic riverbank and for people 
to take ownership of this great 
location.

GAMBLING ADVERTISING - 
ADDITIONAL RESTRICTIONS 

 The Turnbull Government 
has responded to community 
concern over the level of gambling 
advertising in live sport during 
children’s hours. On 6 May 2017 the 
Government announced that it will 
introduce additional restrictions on 
gambling promotions.

From March 2018, further 
restrictions will apply to gambling 
promotions during live sports 
programs broadcast before 8.30 
pm on commercial television, 
commercial radio, subscription 
television and the Special 
Broadcasting Service (SBS). 
The restrictions will also apply 
to online platforms. Gambling 
promotions will not be able to be 
broadcast from five minutes before 
the scheduled start of play in a 
sports event and for five minutes 
after play, or to 8:30 pm, whichever 
comes first. The restrictions will 
apply between 5.00 am and 8.30 pm 

consistent with other protections 
for children, for example 
restrictions in relation to MA15+ 
programming, alcohol advertising 
and intimate products. This will 
reduce children’s exposure to 
gambling promotions and ensure 
a clear safe zone for children and 
families.

These further gambling advertising 
restrictions establish a clear safe 
zone for parents to have confidence 
that, throughout live sports 
broadcasts during these hours, 
children will not see any broadcast 
gambling promotions.

KINGS LANGLEY
The Surprize, with 256 male 

convicts, was one of the transports 
used in the Second Fleet in 1790. 
In contrast, the Surprize only had 
23 men and 60 women passengers, 
mostly convicts and political 
prisoners, when it left for Australia a 
second time on May 2, 1794. It made 
the journey to Sydney in 176 days, 
visiting only Rio de Janeiro on the 
way.

On board the Surprize on this 
second voyage was a free settler 
Matthew Pearce (1762-1831), a 
handsome 32 year old, accompanied 
by his beautiful wife Martha. 
Entitled to a land grant, Pearce 
received 160 (64ha) acres on the 
north side of the ‘Hawkesbury 
Road’, 21 miles west of Sydney Town, 
from Lieutenant-Governor William 
Paterson. He named his land grant 

after King’s Langley Manor House, 
Hertfordshire, England, where he 
was born. The undulating land was 
fertile, growing maize, wheat, fruit 
and vegetables.

Pearce involved himself in the 
community and was a member of the 
Grand Jury at Parramatta. He was 
host to colonial artist John Lewin on 
many occasions. His son, Matthew 
Woodward Pearce, settled on a 
northern quarter of the property 
when he came of age and built an 

impressive sand-stock brick home 
on the high hill that overlooked the 
estate. This building is now the focus 
of the Bella Vista historical precinct.

The developers of the suburb 
of Kings Langley used an historic 
theme by naming some of the 
thoroughfares around Cook’s 
expedition of 1770 - James Cook 
and Joseph Banks Drives, Solander, 
Sutherland, Whitby, Plymouth, 
Tahiti and Venus streets.

MERCURY, MEDICINE OR MADNESS?
�An inaugural address by Trevor 
Patrick at Rouse Hill Estate in 
April 2002 revealed the use of 
mercury as a medicine by the 
Rouse and Terry families. The 
medicine cabinet (pictured) 
is one of only two in the 
world to claim continuous 
ownership by a family from 
the 19th century. A Dutch 
family is recorded as owning 
such a cabinet from 1850 and 
this Rouse family example 
is from 1875. The cabinet 
contains Calomel and Blue 
Pills which contain Mercury 
together with Bertrand’s 
Toilet Vinegar, Sweet Spirit 
of Nitre, Compound Powder 
of Rhubarb, Toothache drops, 
Dovers Powder and Abrahams 

Pills. The various ingredients 
show the Rouse family medical 
needs were keeping the bowels 
open ( a popular Victorian 
concern) together with 
kidney function, toothache, 
and having on hand a strong 
pain relief [Dovers Powder 
contains Opium]. It must be 
remembered that medical 
help was anything up to two 
hours away with a horse ride 
to Windsor or Parramatta to 
summon a doctor.

The cabinet held a special book 
giving advice on the selection of the 
correct medicament together with a 
small mortar and pestle and scales, 
so the master or mistress of the 
house could prepare a dose to help 
the sick member of the household.

From ancient times, mercury was 
considered a magical substance since 
it is a heavy metal that flows like 
water at room temperature. Blue 
pills consist of tiny beads of pure 
mercury mixed into a sweet base 
and taken as a laxative. Calomel 
is a white powder of a mercury 
compound used as a teething 
powder by rubbing a small quantity 
onto the baby’s gums. Fortunately 
the Calomel was rarely absorbed 
to a dangerous level and the action 
of rubbing the gums was the true 
medicinal aid in soothing the infant.

Mercury and its compounds have 
both poisonous and antiseptic 
properties and its use has been largely 
replaced by modern medicaments.

Rouse Hill Estate Family  
Medicine Cabinet

HOW DID SYDNEY GET ITS NAME?
Arriving in Botany Bay in January 1788 Captain Arthur Phillip, commander of the 

First Fleet, had a problem. After an eight month journey in eleven small wooden 
boats the fleet’s fresh water supplies were running low. Botany Bay, where the fleet 
anchored on January 18, didn’t have any useful creeks or streams so Phillip set out to 
find some.

Phillip found a small creek running down into a sheltered cove just a few miles to the 
north in Port Jackson and moved the fleet there over the next week and a half. On January 
26, marines and convicts cleared land around the cove.

“The spot chosen for this purpose was at the head of the cove,” reported David 
Collins, Judge Advocate and Secretary to the colony. “near the run of fresh water, 
which stole silently along through a very thick wood, the stillness of which had then, 
the first time since the creation, been interrupted by the rude sound of the labourer’s 
axe.”

Phillip intended to name the settlement Albion, the poetic name for England. However, 
he quickly changed his mind and named the bay Sydney Cove in honour of Lord Sydney, 
the Secretary of State for the Home Office. The settlement itself later became known as 
Sydney Town.

Lord Sydney, aka Thomas Townshend, 1st Viscount Sydney (24 January 1732 – 30 June 
1800) was a prominent politician yet never visited Australia. He was created Baron 
Sydney and entered the House of Lords in 1783. Lord Sydney was responsible for prisons 
and colonies and had devised the plan to settle convicts at Botany Bay. The title Sydney 
commemorates his descent from Robert Sydney, 2nd Earl of Leicester. The name Sydney 
derives from a village in Normandy called Saint-Denis.

INTIMATE IMAGE ABUSE 
OFFENDERS TO FACE JAIL 

The NSW Government is taking  
action to make sharing intimate 
images without consent a serious 
crime, as it will hold controlling and 
vengeful offenders to account and 
help end victim blaming.

People who share intimate images 
of victims without their consent 
have no place in our community 
and they will soon face prison time 
for their destructive breaches of 
privacy.

The Hills has one of the highest 
youth populations in the state and 
decisions teenagers make in the new 
digital world are, literally, ones they 
will live with forever.

The Government has introduced 
into Parliament the Crimes 
Amendment (Intimate Images) Bill 
2017 that will make it an offence to 
intentionally record or distribute, or 
to threaten to record or distribute, 
an ‘intimate image’ of a person 
without their consent.  The offences 

will carry a maximum sentence of 
three years in jail and an $11,000 
fine.

Intimate images include photos 
and videos of a person’s private parts 
or of a person engaging in a private 
act, such as undressing, showering, 
bathing, using the toilet or sexual 
behaviour not ordinarily performed 
in public. They also include images 
which have been altered to appear 
to show a person’s private parts, or a 
person engaged in a private act.  

Courts will be given a ‘take down’ 
power to compel offenders to 
take reasonable steps to destroy 
the images colloquially known as 
‘revenge porn’ to prevent further 
distress to victims.

The reforms target the predatory 
and manipulative behaviour of those 
who use revenge porn to threaten, 
control or humiliate victims.

It’s not the victim’s fault when an 
explicit image is shared without 
consent, and yet too often victims 
face a devastating emotional and 
social toll when these private 
moments go viral online. 

The Director of Public 
Prosecutions will be required to 
approve prosecutions against 
children under 16 to ensure the new 
offences do not inappropriately 
criminalise naive activity between 
young people.

The new laws will not target 
children who take and distribute 
intimate images of themselves, 
or consenting adults involved in 
sexting.
